10 hours of the progression through the textbook per week, 2
hours per day.
There are 6 to 12 people in one class.
Placement test scores determine student placement in to one of
nine levels ranging from beginners to advanced learners.
Textbook: Practical Audio-Visual Chinese.
Hanyu pinyin Romanization and traditional characters are used as
the principal written codes of instruction.

of one topic per week.

Visas

Students from foreign nationals eligible for visa-exempt entry, are able to coming
and going within 10 weeks and have a permanent passport with more than 6
months’ validity remaining, they do NOT need to apply for a visa. Students from
foreign nationals eligible for visa-exempt entry will be granted a 90-day visa-
exempt entry at the airport upon arrival in Taiwan.®

If you staying in Taiwan more than your visa expiration date, you need to apply
for a Taiwanese visa. Students may use Admission Letter to apply for Taiwanese
visa.
